What is a “Child” and
what 1s “Child labour”?

 The Work in Fishing Convention specifies 3
figures for the “minimum age”: 15, 16 and 18
depending on the circumstances

e “Child labour” is generally speaking, work for
children that harms them or exploits them In
some way (physically, mentally, morally, or by
blocking access to education)

e BUT: Not all work 1s bad for children.




Factors determining whether work s
good or bad for children

Size and type of the vessel

Age, physical size, strength, personality, skills
etc. of the child

Instructions and training given to the child
Activities that are hazardous for children

Part A of the FAO/ILO/IMO Code of Safety
for Fishermen and Fishing Vessel can be use(
as a guide (section 6.5 of section IlI)




Working near moving parts of
equipment, such as machinery

Wear close-fitted clothing, which is less hikely
to get canght in fishing gear, winches or
machmery.

Keep them covered
with tape to reduce the nsk.
